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Sex and Relationships Education (SER)

Sex and Relationships Eductaion will be delivered as part of our health and wellbeing curricu-
lum. The school has a detailed plan which ensures the content is suitable for a child’s age and
stage of development. The focus is on healthy relationships, respect and care toward each

other alongside developing an understanding of how our bodies change as we grow.

In years 5 and 6 we introduce a more scientific look at SER. Parents will be contacted before-

hand so that messages shared in school can be re-enforced at home.

PE and sports provision

PE and sport form an important part of our curriculum. Your child(ren)’s teacher will inform you
at the start of the year which days children need to bring their PE kit to school and any equip-
ment they may need. During the year we run after school clubs in a number of sports and com-

pete in local and Urdd tournaments.

The Welsh language

As a Welsh medium school everything we do is geared around promoting and supporting use of

the Welsh language both in school and in the community.

The school is part of the Welsh Language Charter programme and has achieved the bronze award.
Pupils will be rewarded for speaking Welsh, using Welsh language patterns correctly and for using

the language outside the boundaries of the school.

In choosing Welsh medium education it is vital parents understand there is more to it than coming
to school to learn Welsh. In order for their children to succeed parents need to commit to pro-
moting the use of the Welsh language in the home by watching Welsh language television, listening

to Welsh language music and reading welsh books.

Religious Education and collective worship

Religious education form a part of every class’ topics. Pupils will have opportunities to inves-

tigate ceremonies, beliefs, practices, and stories from different cultures.

Assemblies are held daily. There is a timetable of class, key stage and whole school assem-
blies. Every Monday parents will be invited to join us for our certificate presentations. Occa-
sionally special assemblies will be arranged with local charities and friends of the school such

as Mrs Roynon, Noddfa Church and the Blaenafon British Legion.
